The Hart & Home Scholarship Program
Habitat for Humanity of Monroe County will award a $2,500 scholarship to a college-bound child or adult from a Habitat home.  The winner of the scholarship will have met specified criteria.  


Eligibility requirements:
1. Applicant must be enrolled, accepted, or intended to enroll in an undergraduate or graduate degree program at an accepted university, college or vocational program, for the 2012-2013 school year.
2. Applicant must enroll in a minimum of 6 credit hours per semester.
3. Applicant must exhibit commitment to excellence and community.
4. Applicant must be an adult living in a Monroe County Habitat home, or be a child from a Monroe County Habitat home.
5. Applicants and recipients may apply each year.

Scholarship award disbursement:
1. The scholarship will be paid directly to the school where the recipient is enrolled.
2. The scholarship will be paid in two equal disbursements, one per semester (fall and spring).
3. A recipient who drops out before the second/spring semester will forfeit the remainder of the scholarship to an alternate.  The alternate will be pre-determined by the selection committee.

Application instructions:
1. All parts of the application must be completed and signed.  Incomplete or unsigned applications will be deemed ineligible.  All information in the application will be treated as confidential.
2. A completed application consists of:
· Most recent transcript or GED certificate
· Completed, signed application plus responses to the two essay questions (up to 500 words each)
